4.1 Additional Accommodation Information

Spanish Host Family

Living with a Spanish host family ("home stay") is a great way to experience life in
Madrid, learn more about Spanish culture, and of course, an additional opportunity for
the students to improve their Spanish.

AIL Madrid recommends host families for students who want to learn Spanish quickly
and get the most out of their course in Madrid. Staying with a host family allows the
student to be totally immersed in the Spanish lifestyle and customs in a relaxed and
comfortable environment conducive to study.

The Spanish host families are welcoming, kind, talkative and friendly. Many of our
students stay in touch with their Spanish family after leaving Madrid and lifetime
friendships are built.

The host family will prepare the student’s breakfast and either lunch or dinner, which will
be typical Spanish cuisine.

Students should be prepared to adapt to the rules and the ways of life of the Spanish
family (such as meal times). They will be given their own copy of the keys so they are
free to come and go whenever they want. Host families can be couples or single
people, with or without children. If a student is unhappy in a host family for whatever
reason, they will be moved, no questions asked.

AlL Madrid’s Accommodation Advisors will ask the participants to complete a
guestionnaire two weeks prior to their arrival. This will allow us to identify their
preferences and dislikes (such as smoking, pets, young children) and enable us to
ensure they are placed with a suitable Spanish family.

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7. Terms and Conditions
Course deposits and payment

A deposit of 200€ is required to confirm reservation on a course. Any deposit
paid is taken off the total price of the course. Upon receipt of deposit, AL Madrid
will send out enrolment details.

The remaining balance is payable in full on the first day of the course. This can
be settled by cash, cheque drawn on a Spanish bank or by credit/debit card
(subject to a 2% supplement). Alternatively the balance can be paid by bank
transfer before arriving in Madrid. Any bank charges should be paid at the
students’ end.

Further details regarding payment can be in Appendix 10.8: Payment Methods.
All course fees must be paid for, even if students arrive late.

Students enrolled on Gap Year, Long Term Spanish or University Preparation
courses for more than 12 weeks only need to pay for the first 12 weeks of their
fees.

Booking amendments, cancellations and postponements

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8.3 Weather in Madrid

Spring (March till May)

Spring is one of the most pleasant times of the year to visit Madrid. The long days
are generally warm and the nights cool. The nightlife goes up a notch, as the warmth
seems to get the blood (and beer) flowing. Large numbers of young people take to
the streets for the all-night 'marcha’ and all the outdoor cafes open up. During Holy
week (‘'Semana Santa’, the week leading up to Easter) Madrid is usually fairly quiet
as the masses head to the south for the processions and the year's first sun-tan.
Rain is not uncommon at this time of the year, and days are often quite windy.

SUITABLE CLOTHING: You will have to allow for a range of temperature. Its
unlikely to get very cold, but it can get quite chilly at night, particularly if you go
outside the centre. At midday, temperatures can easily rise into double figures. Rain
gear is recommended, as is a jacket for the more exposed, windy days.

Summer (June till August)

Temperature-wise, Madrid's summer should really be divided into two sections; the
pleasant summer and hot summer. The former may or may not last all through June,
and then begins again in mid to late August. This is a good time of the year to visit
Madrid, especially to enjoy the long warm nights in June, when the street life is at its
best. In July and through most of August, the city simply gets hot, with temperature
in the 30’s. An important summer phenomenon is that in August the locals pour out
of the city en-masse. Many people like it in Madrid this time of year, as the city has
much less traffic (its actually possible to find a parking spot!), the mood is quiet,
many restaurants and shops are closed, with the ones that are open likely to be
much less busy than normal. If you like to have 'the city to yourself', then August
may be the time for you to visit. Rain is infrequent but there are the occasional
summer storms.

SUITABLE CLOTHING: Short sleeved shirts, shorts, sunglasses, hats to keep the
sun off your head. Sandals are a very good idea, and Madrid is a good place to buy
them.

Autumn (September till November)

Like spring, autumn is an excellent time to visit. The city's mood is quite different as
everyone has recently returned to work or school after the August holidays, the
temperature is very pleasant with people relieved that the intense July sun is behind
them. There are also plenty of cultural activities going on. Late in autumn there is
always the risk of some rain.

SUITABLE CLOTHING: Like spring you have to bring clothes for a range of
temperatures. It's unlikely to get so cold that a decent sweater will not suffice
though. Obviously the later in Autumn you go the cooler it gets.
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Winter (December till March)

Though cold, winter in Madrid is usually quite dry, and for those not looking for sun-
tanning weather it can be a very refreshing time of the year to visit the city. It
occasionally snows in the centre, but it rarely sticks. While there is certainly no
shortage of activity in the city, there are far less tourists than at other times of the
year, resulting in smaller crowds in museums and other tourist attractions, and many
off-season rates at hotels etc. It is worth keeping in mind that the temperatures at
night can go well below zero so make sure you get a room with proper heating.

SUITABLE CLOTHING: You'll want warm clothes, including sweaters, as heating is
not guaranteed in many places. Though rain is relatively infrequent it can by no
means be ruled out. A water-resistant jacket and umbrella should suffice, and a pair
of heavy shoes or lightweight boots that don't mind getting wet are advisable.

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8.5 Student Visa Requirements

EU residents are not required to obtain student visas for Spanish courses.

Spanish student visas are not required for courses of less than 90 days (i.e. up to 12
weeks) for residents of the following countries: Andorra, Australia, Brazil, Brunei,
Canada, Cyprus, South Korea, Croatia, Slovakia, Slovenia, United States, Estonia,
Hungary, Israel, Japan, Lithuania, Malaysia, Malta, Mexico, Monaco, New Zealand,
Poland, Czech Republic, San Marino, Singapore, and Switzerland.

If a student is not a passport holder from one of the above listed countries or the
Spanish course is for more than 90 days, they need to follow the guidelines below.

1. Consult the local Spanish Embassy or Consulate; preferably 120 days prior to
departure (and at least 60 days prior) about Spanish student visa requirements.

2. Enrol at AIL Madrid advising us of nationality and specific student visa
requirements if any. Please note, prior to granting a Spanish student visa, the
Spanish Embassy will require AIL Madrid to confirm that the Spanish course and
accommodation fees have been paid for in full).

3. AIL Madrid Spanish language school will send the student a Certificate of
Enrolment (Student Visa Invitation) by express mail (Fed-EX or DHL) on the
same day (with a copy sent by email immediately).

Certificate of Enrolment — a “student visa invitati on”

This will be required by the local Spanish Embassy or Consulate prior to issuing a
Spanish student visa. The document is evidence that the student is enrolled on a
Spanish course and will state his/her name, course details, accommodation details,
dates of study and confirmation that the course and accommodation fees have been
paid in full. It is signed by the AIL Madrid Spanish Language School Director and is
stamped with the school’s seal.

Spanish Study Visa Application

All students requiring a study visa will need to complete a Spanish student visa
application form. They will need to attach all required documents (as specified by
individual countries) including the AIL Madrid Certificate of Enrolment. Some countries
allow the Spanish student visa application process to be started with a faxed copy.

Please note that although AIL Madrid Spanish language school will gladly assist in the
process of obtaining a Spanish student visa, we are required to work within the strict
guidelines of the Spanish Embassy. It is the local Spanish Embassy who makes all
decisions regarding the granting of Spanish student visas and their decision is final.

In the event that a Spanish student visa is denied after course fees have been paid, AL
Madrid will reimburse the full cost of the course and accommodation. The enrolment
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fee is non-refundable. However, should a Spanish student visa successfully be obtained
and the AIL Madrid Spanish course taken, the enrolment fee will be waived.

Accreditation of economical means (Students should provide documentation that

they have sufficient financial resources or funds to support themselves while they

are in Spain).

Private health insurance policy — AIL Madrid can advise the student on health
insurance if required.

Confirmation of the student’'s accommodation details while in Spain (provided by
AIL Madrid)

Confirmation from AIL Madrid that the course and accommodation have been
paid for in full.
